capacity globally.

Participants apply what they learn to case studies, emergency scenarios, and a functional exercise. CDC PHEM leaders,
staff, and guest speakers assist and teach each session. Fellows visit U.S. regional, state, and local health department

emergency operations centers (EOC) to see PHEM in action.

Learning Objectives

By the end of the fellowship, participants better understand PHEM principles and functioning of a public health EOC.

They should be able to:

e Collect, analyze, and disseminate critical public health information.

Eligibility

The fellowship is open to international applicants only. U.S. residents are not eligible. Applicants must:

Manage a public health emergency effectively.
Understand the functions of emergency operations, organizational structure, staffing, and schedules.
Interact with emergency management staff.

Conduct PHEM training for professional public health staff in their home countries.

e Hold or anticipate being assigned to a leadership role in their national public health EOC.

e Have a master’s or doctorate degree, or equivalent in public health, epidemiology, or a related field.

o Have leadership responsibility for a PHEM function that coordinates with other emergency management
functions and supports or influences training (upon return to their home countries).
Commit to the 12-week program.

s Demonstrate English proficiency.
Meet all security requirements for working on a U.S. CDC campus.
